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Grassroots Grants Guidelines
Grassroots Grants is a three-year scheme to March 2011, aimed at very small local community groups. Sussex Community Foundation holds budgets for Brighton & Hove, East and West Sussex.
Who can apply?
Not for profit, voluntary or community groups who:
· Have been active in their local community for a year or more
· Have an average income over three years of less than £30,000 per year, taken as an average turnover for the last 3 financial years (or over the life of the group if less than three years old).
· Work for the benefit of their local community
· Are led by volunteers 
· Have a written set of rules or constitution
Exclusions

Unfortunately SCF will no longer fund Scout and Guide Groups in Sussex under the Grassroots Grants programme.  Although we appreciate that groups are not financed by the national organisation and are independently constituted, the large number of applications we received from groups, meant that, if funded, the Scouts and Guide organisations would receive a disproportionately high portion of the Grassroots funds which are designed essentially to support small local groups without the benefit of national structures or organisational expertise.

Size of Grant
Applications can be for between £250 and £5,000. Groups can apply more than once until they have received a maximum of £5,000 in total.
What can be funded?
The grants are intended to benefit the community, so can be very wide ranging, including the purchase of equipment such as computers or kitchen facilities, a local community event, small-scale training and staffing costs, local community activities and rent costs.
Grants can be awarded for an existing project or service or for the costs of running an organisation. We can also fund new projects of an existing group. Grants for a project or service can also include overhead costs. 
Applications for large items of equipment (£500 or over) are welcomed.
How do groups apply?

Decision-making

There are two routes for Grassroots applications: 

1. Applications for grants of less than £900 will be considered throughout the year. Groups applying for less than £900 will be notified within 10 working days from the date we receive a completed application form. 
2. Applications for grants of £900 to £5,000 will be subject to closing dates throughout the year. Details of the latest closing date will be posted on our website and can also be requested from our office. Groups will be advised of decisions within 10 working days of the closing date. 
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
